Techno in Berlin

[…] Not only were there tons of empty buildings, but it also wasn’t even clear who owned them. Decades 
before, the Nazis had seized property from Jewish citizens and, after the war, the communists took away 
real estate from those they perceived as Nazis or the bourgeois class. What property belonged to whom 
was a very murky question that would take years to sort out.

And while this chaos over ownership was a headache for the state and, of course, for the descendants of the 
people whose property had been seized, it was a godsend for the newly emerging techno scene. With the 
huge amount of abandoned space, parties started emerging everywhere, usually just for a night or two, and 
then moving on to somewhere else. The parties were always changing locations and Berlin’s underground 
techno scene might have eventually faded away were it not for a guy named Dimitri Hegemann.

Hegemann helped turn the city’s chaotic underground techno movement into a permanent club scene 
that would change the landscape, and economy, of Berlin entirely. He was a West-Berliner, and it was 
his tiny illegal basement club — the UFO Club — that had been at the center of the small club scene in 
West Berlin. But now that the Wall had come down, and the techno scene was expanding, he wanted 
something bigger.

One day, in 1990, Hegemann was stuck in a traffic jam with two friends right by the former Wall when 
they noticed a large concrete building that was at one point a department store. They ventured down 
into the building and found an enormous vault which they were able to rent on a three-month lease. 
They spent the next few months cleaning it up. And in March 1991, they opened up a club. And called it 
Tresor, the German word for “vault.” Now you didn’t have to call a secret number to find a techno party. 
Now on a Saturday night, you knew exactly where to go. The scene was evolving from fleeting parties in 
scattered places to something bigger and more established. Tresor quickly became known for its hard 
Detroit-inspired techno parties that would go all weekend. With the fog machines and strobe lights and 
loud beats, people seemed to forget time and space.

Tresor didn’t just help popularize this new harder Detroit techno sound, it also helped build a real 
connection between the Berlin and Detroit techno scenes. Hegemann started the Tresor label and began 
releasing the work of many of these Detroit musicians throughout Europe. Tresor’s three-month lease was 
extended for another three months. And then another. And meanwhile, a whole network of clubs began 
to develop nearby, in the empty buildings right by the former site of the Berlin Wall. Over time, the techno 
scene began driving an economic revival in Berlin.

People began opening not only clubs, but bars and art galleries and all kinds of small businesses, and all 
these new businesses could basically fly under the radar. There was so much else going on with the politics 
of reunifying the city that, for the most part, no one was really checking to make sure anyone was paying 
taxes or acquiring the proper permits to put on events or serve alcohol, which was the case for years.

In many ways, Berlin hadn’t had a stable identity since World War Two. The city had been occupied, then 
divided, and never had much of an industry. Plus the shadow of being the capital of Nazi Germany still 
lingered. But the new culture that started to grow up around the techno scene helped to change that.

Flight shame

Last month I stepped into an aeroplane for the fi rst time in fi ve years. I was leaving my home in 

London and taking a fl ight across the Atlantic to join my partner in Costa Rica. The last time I 

fl ew was in 2014, while living in Bordeaux, France. Getting to my sister’s hen party in Scotland by 

train, my usual option, would have taken days that I didn’t have, so then too (0) ___.

The reason I have avoided fl ying for so long is its hefty carbon footprint. Since I was a teenager I’d 

had a growing niggling guilt about the emissions from fl ying as I found out more and more about 

climate change and its impacts. After all, fl ying is probably the most carbon-intensive activity you 

can do, on an hour-to-hour basis. Eventually (1) ___ if absolutely necessary. 

And I’m not alone. Over the past year or so, an anti-fl ying movement known as “fl ight shame” – or 

fl ygskam in Swedish, where the movement began – has been gathering pace in Europe. The term 

speaks of the guilt of taking fl ights at a time when (2) ___. For me, it points to a painful contrast 

between the happy-go-lucky indulgence of a weekend fl ight and the devastating real world 

impact of climate change. Others have referred to it as the embarrassment of fl ying despite being 

environmentally “woke”. 

This growing resistance to aviation has reinvigorated rail travel, with some rediscovering the 

attraction of night trains, and (3) ___ to address aviation’s climate impact. But it is also changing 

our ideas of how, why and where we travel.

Slow travel

Although “shame” is a very negative term, the goals are positive – for people who take part in the 

movement as well as for the environment. Importantly, (4) ___.

What’s more, the aim of many promoting less fl ying is by no means to discourage people from 

exploring the world. “Not fl ying doesn’t mean not travelling,” says Anna Hughes, who runs the 

Flight Free 2020 campaign in the UK. “There are so many places that (5) ___.” The movement 

is instead about revelling in the slow, deliberate journeys that are possible without aviation. One 

of the obvious choices is train travel, which has one-10th the emissions of fl ying, Hughes notes. 

“And, from my point of view, it’s way more enjoyable,” she adds. It’s easy to forget that (6) ___, 
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as train travel typically brings you from the centre of one city to another. In particular, high-speed 

trains have huge potential as an alternative: new high-speed lines have been shown to reduce 

aviation transport on the same routes by as much as 80%.

And even if it does take more time, (7) ___. Like Hughes, I have experienced the joys of slow travel 

in my fi ve earthbound years, from late-night conversations with a couple of Iranian travellers on an 

overnight train to Verona, to sipping a whisky in the bar of the Caledonian sleeper to Edinburgh.

Slow travel needn’t be limited to short distances, either. Roger Tyers is a climate sociologist who 

recently returned from a “no-fl ying fi eld trip” to China, which took him two weeks by train each 

way. It might sound like a daunting expedition, but he is glowing about his train trip. “It was a 

fascinating journey,” he says.

European metro stations worth seeing

A 
Naples, Italy 
Construction on the Naples Metro (Metropolitana di Napoli) started in 1911, with lines and platforms 
added either side of the two World Wars. Extensions and refurbishments have never really stopped – 
like many metro systems around the world, Napoli’s is a perpetual work in progress. One of the more 
recent developments was to introduce ‘Stations of Art’, a bold plan to entrust the design and layout
of new metro stations to different contemporary artists and architects. More than 180 artworks by 
90 Italian and international artists now decorate stations along metro lines 1 and 6. 

B 
Stockholm, Sweden
If you can only visit one arty underground station in Stockholm, I’d choose Solna Centrum. Although 
it’s around 5 km from central Stockholm on the Blue Line, it’s well worth the trip. The dramatic red 
and black colour scheme is exceptionally, intentionally dramatic. Along the platforms, red skies engulf 
trees, buildings and animals, representing the threat to Sweden’s natural environment posed by 
pollution, industry and modern life. 

C 
London, England 
The London Underground is one of the most sophisticated underground systems in the world. It has 
been around since 1863, and the way in which platforms for different lines are weaved into a network 
of tunnels under the city is awe-inspiring. By simply walking from one set of platforms to another, you 
seamlessly change from the likes of the District Line to the Circle Line to the Bakerloo Line. Many of 
the older stations are the most interesting ones to visit, simply because of the artwork depicting the 
station names on the platforms. Newer stations have the recognisable blue and red Underground 
symbol with the station name in place of the word ‘Underground’. But in older stations, you’ll find 
station signs are much more elaborate. 

D 
Paris, France
Abbesses station is also beautiful underground, boasting multiple colourful murals of poppies, city 
scenes, groupings of Parisians, and fantastical beasts. The beauty of Abbesses station has been 
widely featured in popular culture, including in the movie Amelie as well as the Netflix series Sense8. 
Louis Vuitton even named a style of bag Abbesses after this beautiful station!

E 
Malmö, Sweden
Triangeln in Malmö is one of the most amazing stations I have ever seen. Located right in the centre 
of Malmö, Sweden, what makes it unique is its striking shape. As you walk into the station, it’s like 
walking into a huge spaceship! It’s an amazing piece of architecture. Just as interesting as it looks 
from below, the best views are from above. Because it’s all made of glass, by day, you can see the 
people inside the station. It looks even better by night.

Athens, Greece
Located in the heart of Syntagma Square in Athens, the station is the transfer point between the 
city’s underground lines and Athens Tram up on street level. It’s a grand multi-storey building housing 
both a platform underground and additional platforms and stores above. Parts of the building were 
designed by a famous sculptor. Its appearance isn’t all that makes the station special, though. This 
being Athens, a city full of ancient relics, it was to be expected that excavations for the line would 
uncover more. Many archaeological finds have been incorporated into the design of the station, 
encased in glass to protect them from passing commuters.

G 
Porto, Portugal
São Bento Railway Station is a 19th-century train station known for the some 20,000 azulejo tiles that 
decorate its interior. The tiles are elaborate in their depiction of great battles and pastoral scenes. 
They’re so detailed that the tile work took more than 11 years to complete. Below ground, by 
contrast, the São Bento Metro Station is stark white and minimalist.
